MOLSON WIN THE COOLEST COOLER CONTEST
(the “Contest”)

OFFICIAL CONTEST RULES

1. ELIGIBILITY: To be eligible to win, you must be: (i) of legal drinking age in the

province you reside; and (ii) a resident of New Brunswick (“NB”), Newfoundland (“NFLD”), Nova Scotia (“NS”) or Prince Edward Island (“PEI”). If entering through text, you must also be registered as an MGD Insider. If you are not already registered as an MGD Insider, follow the instructions on the text message you receive after you have entered. Check your service carrier plan for your standard text messaging fees. All entries must be received by 11:59 pm (PT) on August 30, 2010 (the “Contest Closes”). Limit: one (1) entry per person per day per wireless

handset cell number. By Mail: Clearly and legibly hand print your complete name and address

(including city, province and postal code), date of birth (day/month/year), date of entry, day and evening phone numbers on a plain 3" x 5" card piece of paper (the “Card”) and mail to: MOLSON WIN THE COOLEST COOLER CONTEST c/o Molson Coors Canada: 1663 Brunswick Street, Halifax, Nova Scotia, B3J 3Z6. Upon receipt of the Card, an entry will be entered

into this Contest on behalf of the Card writer. Entries must be submitted by the entrant him/herself. Only original, hand-printed entries will be eligible; no photocopies or other reproductions. Entries must bear sufficient postage. Please allow five (5) business days for processing. Limit: one (1) entry per outer stamped envelope per person per day.

3. PRIZE: There is one (1) prize (the “Prize”) available to be won. The Prize consists

7. PERSONAL INFORMATION: By entering this Contest, entrants consent to the collection, use and disclosure of their personal information for the purposes of administering the Contest. By accepting the Prize, the winner consents to the collection, use and disclosure to the public of their name, address (city, province), voice, statements and photographs or other likenesses for publicity purposes in connection with the Contest in any media or formats, including but not limited to the Internet, without further notice, permission or compensation. Personal information will not otherwise be used or disclosed without consent.

8. RIGHT TO TERMINATE, SUSPEND OR AMEND: Sponsors reserve the right to terminate or amend this Contest, in whole or in part, at any time and without prior notice if any factor interferes with its proper conduct as contemplated by these Official Contest Rules.

9. MISCELLANEOUS: All decisions of the Sponsors, or any contest judging organization as designated by them, are final and binding in all matters relating to this Contest. Sponsors and other Releasees will not be responsible for illegible, incomplete, postage-due, lost, misdirected, mobile phone failures, text messaging errors, failures or late entries which will be void. Any use of automated devices is prohibited. All entries become the property of Sponsors and will not be returned. No correspondence will be entered into except with selected entrants. Contest is subject to all applicable federal, provincial and municipals laws. In the event of a dispute regarding who submitted a text entry, the text entry will be deemed submitted by the authorized account holder of the wireless cell phone number from which the text entry was submitted at the time of entry. ‘Authorized account holder’ is defined as the natural person who is assigned a wireless cell phone number by a wireless cell phone service provider or other organization that is responsible for assigning wireless cell phone numbers.
